Annual Meeting Program Committee
Term: Three year terms. Committee members may serve one (1) successive three (3) year term. 

Committee Member Time Commitment: Committee members are required to attend 2 committee meetings per year (at the October OTA Annual Meeting and a spring meeting in Rosemont), as well as participate on 2 – 3 conference calls per year. Each committee member is expected to:
1) Grade all abstracts (except basic science) over a 3-4 week time interval in the late Feb. to March time frame.  Approximately 400-600 1 page abstracts.
2) Attend spring abstract selection meeting in Rosemont, IL.  1 full day.

3) Attend Annual meeting
4) Personally view and grade all posters at the Annual Meeting
5) Personally view and grade all podium presentations at the Annual Meeting (re-read abstract and grade those few that are unavoidably missed)

Committee Chair and Co-Chair: The committee chair, with input from the co-chair, is responsible for all aspects of the Annual Meeting Program content.  This includes the scientific presentations, symposia, mini-symposia, labs, guest lectures, etc.  The Chair is also responsible for organizing the Annual Meeting content as well as over-sight of the pre-meeting courses and events.  The Chair sets agendas for the committee meetings, supervises ongoing and initiates new projects, and deals with issues on behalf of the OTA that relate to the Annual Meeting Program. The co-chair supports the chairs activities and is primarily responsible for planning and oversight of the OTA Annual Meeting labs. The co-chair serves a 2-year term, followed by a second 2-year term as Annual Meeting Chair. 

Charges:
The Program Committee is responsible for:

         Development of the scientific program, and over-sight of Annual Meeting arrangements.

         Review and edit the program for the OTA Specialty Day Meeting (which is developed by the OTA President).
