Classification & Outcomes Committee 

Committee Member Time Commitment: The committee meets 2 times annually (at the OTA Annual Meeting and the AAOS Annual Meeting), and also schedules 3 - 4 conference calls annually. 

Charges:

The Classification and Outcomes Committee is responsible to:

1. Search for ways to improve the current OTA fracture classification

2. Promote increased utilization of the OTA classification

3. Improve the scientific basis of fracture classification.

4. Work with the AO and other groups on fracture classification projects

5. Supervise, provide member support and promote increased use of the OTA database.

6. Participate in projects and provide member support on issues related to the assessment of outcomes in orthopedic trauma

Terms/Committee Structure: Six members will be appointed; each member serves for 3 years and two are appointed each year on a rotating schedule.  The Chairperson is chosen for a 2nd three year term following a three year term as a regular member.
