Health Policy & Planning Committee

Time Commitment: The committee meets 2 times annually (at the OTA Annual Meeting and the AAOS Annual Meeting), and also schedules 1 - 2 conference calls annually. 

Charges: 
The Health Policy and Planning Committee is responsible for:

1. Develop a strategy to increase funding availability from the US Government to support orthopaedic trauma related research to include a broad variety of funding agencies.

2. Develop a strategy to increase funding availability from the US Government to support trauma related education and care delivery in the developing world.

3. Serve as liaison to the AAOS BOS Committee on Health Policy for the purpose of understanding the degree to which advocacy issues before the AAOS and in which the AAOS is active have trauma related implications.

4. Provide recommendations to the OTA BOD about developments in federal legislation or regulation or state level trends that warrant consideration of intervention or position development

5. Develop formal position papers at the specific annual direction of the OTA BOD

6. Review positions and requests for participation or endorsement from other healthcare and trauma related groups including the ACS, AAST, AAOS and AMA and make recommendations to the OTA BOD

7. Develop an educational program for the membership that encourages participation in the political process. This should occur in conjunction with the Annual Meeting Committee, the PR Committee and other relevant groups.


Terms/Committee Structure: The Board of Directors shall appoint nine (9) members of this Corporation to serve one three year term as a member of the Health Policy and Planning Committee. Committee members may serve one (1) successive three (3) year term. The Board of Directors will provide charges for this Committee.
