Military Committee
Time Commitment: Committee members are required to attend 1 - 2 committee meetings per year (at the OTA Annual Meeting, and AAOS Annual Meeting), as well as possibly participate on 1 - 2 conference calls per year. 

Terms/Committee Structure:

The President with the approval of the Board of Directors shall appoint three (3) members of the

Corporation to serve for a term of three (3) years on the Military Committee. The Chairman will

have been a member of the Corporation for a minimum of six (6) years. Committee members may

serve one (1) successive three year term. The Committee will serve as a liaison to the OTA from

the U.S. Military Services and The Board of Directors will provide charges for this committee.

Charges:

The purpose of the Military Committee is to serve as a liaison between the OTA and the three military services (Army, Navy, and Air Force). In addition to the chair it will be composed of at least one representative from each of the military services each serving for a term of 3 years. Its members will fulfill the following roles:

1) In concert with the respective orthopaedic consultants in each service identify training needs.

2) Identify and prioritize trauma research areas relevant to the military

3) Identify personnel and resource assets of the OTA to assist in attaining educational and research goals

4) Encourage military membership in the OTA and participation in its programs

5) Work with the appropriate committees of the OTA and AAOS to enhance mass casualty, terrorism and disaster response.
