
Practice Management Committee

Time Commitment: The committee meets 2 times annually (at the OTA Annual Meeting and 

the AAOS Annual Meeting), and also schedules 1 - 2 conference calls annually. 


Charges:

1. Appoint two of its members to be liaison’s to the AAOS coding committee and the CPT panel and RUC process.

2. Identify new CPT codes to ensure that these choices will provide member benefit.

3. Participate in the RUC process to identify undervalued trauma codes and work with the AAOS to successfully present these to the RUC on a recurring cycle.

4. Develop educational programming to increase member knowledge about accurate coding of trauma procedures.
5. Identify additional ways to advance knowledge and education about the current management of orthopaedic trauma practice.
Terms/Committee Structure: The President, with approval from the Board of Directors, shall appoint six (6) members of the Corporation to the Practice Management Committee for one three (3) year term each. Committee members may serve (1) successive three year term. The Chairperson of this Committee will serve for three (3) years. The President, with approval of the Board of Directors will provide for changes to this Committee.
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
