Public Relations and Branding Committee 
Terms/Committee Structure: The President with the approval of the Board of Directors shall appoint three (3) members of the Corporation to the Public Relations and Branding Committee for one three (3) year term each. The Chairman will have been a member of the corporation for a minimum of 10 years. Committee members may serve one (1) successive three (3) year term. The Board of Directors will provide charges for this committee.

Time Commitment: Committee members are required to attend 2 committee meetings per year (at the OTA Annual Meeting, and AAOS Annual Meeting), as well as participate on 2 – 4 conference calls per year. 

Charges:
1. Develop mechanism for Position statement development modeled after AAOS process and identify a list of 10 issues OTA should have position statements on- develop plan for completing these for board approval over the next 3 years

2. Work with staff to develop plan for providing comment for press inquiry by Fall 2004

3. Work with staff to develop rapid response plan for articles appearing in the peer-review literature with relevance for the injured patient to develop press release commentary-for board approval fall 2004
4. Assist AAOS YOC in identifying potential content authors or reviewers on trauma topics.
5. Manage OTA’s involvement in the AAOS, “Your Orthopaedic Connection” web page
6. Oversight of the OTA website and Social Media Projects
