Research Committee
Term: Three-year term. Committee members may serve one (1) successive three (3) year term. 
Terms begin at the OTA Specialty Day.
Time Commitment: Committee members are required to attend 2 committee meetings per year (one summer meeting in Rosemont, IL, and a second at the AAOS Annual Meeting), as well as participate on 2 conference calls per year. In addition, each committee member will be responsible for reviewing and grading research grant applications submitted for the January 1 and June 1 grant cycles each year, as well as providing written feedback for applicants. Grading of the Basic Science abstracts over a 3-4 week time interval in the late Feb. to March time frame.  Approximately 250 one page abstracts.


Committee Chair: The chair is responsible to set agendas for the meetings, supervise ongoing and initiate new projects and deal with issues on behalf of the OTA that relate to research. 

Charges:

The Research Committee is responsible for:

1. Maintenance of the content and format of the grant application

2. Review of grant applications and recommendation of appropriate funding

3. Present the OTA Board with the requested and approved funding amounts

4. Collect progress reports from funded applicants on ongoing projects

5. Review membership applications for Research Candidates and International Research

6. Review Multi-Center Study Projects
7. Grading of the Basic Science abstracts over a 3-4 week time interval in the late Feb. to March time frame.  Approximately 250 one page abstracts.
